In 2002, the Neville Bonner Award for Indigenous

Education was introduced as part of the Teaching

Excellence Awards. Neville Bonner AO (1922-1999)

was the first Indigenous Australian to sit in

Parliament, and an elder of the Jagera people. He

was almost unique in being an Indigenous activist

and a political conservatist. His contribution to

Australia has been recognised in perpetuity through

the naming of a suburb of Canberra after him.
